parent‌ ‌and‌ ‌age‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌child‌ ‌when‌ ‌finding‌ ‌an‌ ‌appropriate‌ ‌match.‌ ‌An‌ ‌older‌ ‌couple‌ ‌is‌ ‌likely‌‌ 
to‌ ‌be‌ ‌matched‌ ‌with‌ ‌an‌ ‌older‌ ‌child.‌‌ ‌  

● Married‌ ‌couples‌ ‌and‌ ‌single‌ ‌women‌ ‌may‌ ‌adopt‌ ‌from‌ ‌Lesotho.‌ ‌There‌ ‌is‌ ‌no‌ ‌length‌ ‌of‌‌ 
marriage‌ ‌requirement.‌‌ ‌  

● The‌ ‌adoptive‌ ‌parents‌ ‌should‌ ‌have‌ ‌adequate‌ ‌financial‌ ‌resources‌ ‌to‌ ‌provide‌ ‌a‌ ‌good‌‌ 
upbringing‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌child.‌‌ ‌  

● There‌ ‌is‌ ‌no‌ ‌strict‌ ‌limit‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌number‌ ‌of‌ ‌children‌ ‌already‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌home,‌ ‌but‌ ‌Lesotho‌‌ 
prefers‌ ‌there‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌less‌ ‌than‌ ‌5‌ ‌children‌ ‌already‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌home.‌‌ ‌  

● Adoptive‌ ‌parents‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌in‌ ‌good‌ ‌mental‌ ‌and‌ ‌physical‌ ‌health‌ ‌with‌ ‌no‌ ‌known‌ ‌conditions‌‌ 
that‌ ‌would‌ ‌impact‌ ‌their‌ ‌ability‌ ‌to‌ ‌adequately‌ ‌parent‌ ‌the‌ ‌child.‌‌ ‌  

● The‌ ‌adoptive‌ ‌parents‌ ‌must‌ ‌not‌ ‌take‌ ‌drugs‌ ‌or‌ ‌cannabis‌ ‌or‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌history‌ ‌of‌ ‌drug‌ ‌taking.‌‌ ‌  
● The‌ ‌time‌ ‌frame‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌chosen‌ ‌is‌ ‌approximately‌ ‌3‌ ‌to‌ ‌4‌ ‌years.‌ ‌The‌ ‌process‌ ‌may‌ ‌be‌‌
